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Wedding ceremony costs:
A wedding in this beautiful 18th century oval church is a very special ceremony.  Situated in George Street, the church was built for the New Town of Edinburgh and has a fine organ and a peal of 8 bells, the oldest in Scotland dating from 1788.  It is within walking distance of hotels, restaurants, halls and both public and private gardens.  

The minister will meet several times with the couple to discuss the subject of marriage and help to plan the ceremony.  The minister is solely responsible for agreeing to allow the couple to be married in the church.  

VAT is not applied to letting rates, but the services provided are subject to VAT at 20%. Please refer to the ‘payment’ section of the Terms and Conditions for further information.
